Use Only Dry Potholders — Moist or damp potholders on
hot surfaces may result in burns from steam. Do not let
potholder touch hot heating elements. Do not use a towel
or other bulky cloth.

DO NOT TOUCH SURFACE UNITS OR AREAS NEAR
UNITS - Surface units may be hot even though they are
dark in color. Areas near surface units may become hot
enough to cause burns. During and after use, do not touch,
or let clothing or other flammable materials contact surface
units or areas near units until they have had sufficient time
to cool. Among those areas are the cooktop and surfaces
facing the cooktop.

Use Proper Pan Size — This cooktop is equipped with one
or more surface units of different size. Select utensils
having flat bottoms large enough to cover the surface unit
heating element. The use of undersized utensils will
expose a portion of the heating element to direct contact
and may result in ignition of clothing. Proper relationship of
utensil to burner will also improve efficiency.

Glazed Cooking Utensils — Only certain types of glass,
glass/ceramic, ceramic, earthenware, or other glazed
utensils are suitable for cooktop service without breaking
due to the sudden change in temperature.

m Utensil Handles Should Be Turned Inward and Not Extend
Over Adjacent Surface Units — To reduce the risk of burns,
ignition of flammable materials, and spillage due to
unintentional contact with the utensil, the handle of a
utensil should be positioned so that it is turned inward, and
does not extend over adjacent surface units.

m Do Not Cook on Broken Cooktop — If cooktop should
break, cleaning solutions and spillovers may penetrate the
broken cooktop and create a risk of electric shock. Contact
a qualified technician immediately.

m Clean Cooktop With Caution — If a wet sponge or cloth is
used to wipe spills on a hot cooking area, be careful to
avoid steam burn. Some cleaners can produce noxious
fumes if applied to a hot surface.

For units with ventilating hood —

m Clean Ventilating Hoods Frequently — Grease should not
be allowed to accumulate on hood or filter.

m When flaming foods under the hood, turn the fan on.
For units with coil elements —

m Make Sure Reflector Pans or Drip Bowls Are in
Place — Absence of these pans or bowls during
cooking may subject wiring or components
underneath to damage.

m Protective Liners — Do not use aluminum foil to line surface
unit drip bowls, except as suggested in the manual.
Improper installation of these liners may result in a risk of
electric shock, or fire.

m Do Not Soak Removable Heating Elements - Heating
elements should never be immersed in water.

Rough finishes may scratch the cooktop. Aluminum and copper
may be used as a core or base in cookware. However, when used
as a base they can leave permanent marks on the cooktop or
grates.

Cookware material is a factor in how quickly and evenly heat is
transferred, which affects cooking results. A nonstick finish has
the same characteristics as its base material.

For example, aluminum cookware with a nonstick finish will take
on the properties of aluminum.

COOKTOP CARE

General Cleaning

IMPORTANT: Before cleaning, make sure all controls are off and
the cooktop is cool. Always follow label instructions on cleaning
products.

Soap, water and a soft cloth or sponge are suggested first unless
otherwise noted.

STAINLESS STEEL (on some models)

To avoid damage to stainless steel surfaces, do not use soap-
filled scouring pads, abrasive cleaners, Cooktop Cleaner, steel-
wool pads, gritty washcloths or abrasive paper towels.

Cleaning Method:
Rub in direction of grain to avoid damaging.

m  Stainless Steel Cleaner and Polish Part Number 31462 (not
included):
See “Assistance or Service” section to order.

m Liquid detergent or all-purpose cleaner: Rinse with clean
water and dry with soft, lint-free cloth.

COOKTOP CONTROLS

To avoid damage to the cooktop controls, do not use steel wool,
abrasive cleansers or oven cleaner.

To avoid damage, do not soak knobs.
When replacing knobs, make sure knobs are in the Off position.
On some models, do not remove seals under knobs.
Cleaning Method:
m  Soap and water:
Pull knobs straight away from control panel to remove.

m Dishwasher:
Pull knobs straight away from control panel to remove.

PORCELAIN ENAMEL SURFACES
(on some models)

Food spills containing acids, such as vinegar and tomato, should
be cleaned as soon as the entire appliance is cool. These spills
may affect the finish.

Cleaning Method:

m  Glass cleaner, mild liquid cleaner or nonabrasive scrubbing
pad:

Gently clean around the model and serial number plate
because scrubbing may remove numbers.

COIL ELEMENTS

Cleaning Method:

m  Damp cloth: Make sure control knobs are off and elements
are cool.

Do not clean or immerse in water. Soil will burn off when hot.

BURNER BOWLS

Cleaning Method:

Chrome only

It is not recommended to wash chrome bowils in a dishwasher.

Soak for 20 minutes, then scrub with stainless steel-wool
pad.

m  Oven cleaner: Follow product label instructions.

ONE YEAR LIMITED WARRANTY

For one year from the date of purchase, when this major appliance is installed, operated and maintained according to instructions
attached to or furnished with the product, Whirlpool Corporation or Whirlpool Canada LP (hereafter “Whirlpool”) will pay for Factory
Specified Parts and repair labor to correct defects in materials or workmanship that existed when this major appliance was purchased
or at its sole discretion replace the product. If replaced, the product will be covered by the remaining one-year limited warranty of the
original unit.

YOUR SOLE AND EXCLUSIVE REMEDY UNDER THIS LIMITED WARRANTY SHALL BE PRODUCT REPAIR AS PROVIDED HEREIN.
Service must be provided by a Whirlpool designated service company. This limited warranty is valid only in the United States or Canada
and applies only when the major appliance is used in the country in which it was purchased. Outside the 50 United States and Canada,
this limited warranty does not apply. This limited warranty is effective from the date of original consumer purchase. Proof of original
purchase date is required to obtain service under this limited warranty.



ITEMS EXCLUDED FROM WARRANTY
This limited warranty does not cover:

1. Service calls to correct the installation of your major appliance, to instruct you on how to use your major appliance, to replace or
repair house fuses, or to correct house wiring or plumbing.

8. Repairs to parts or systems resulting from unauthorized modifications made to the appliance.

9. Expenses for travel and transportation for product service if your major appliance is located in a remote area where service by an
authorized Whirlpool servicer is not available.

10. The removal and reinstallation of your major appliance if it is installed in an inaccessible location or is not installed in accordance
with published installation instructions.

11. Major appliances with original model/serial numbers that have been removed, altered or cannot be easily determined. This warranty
is void if the factory applied serial number has been altered or removed from your major appliance.

12. Removal or replacement of trim, decorative panels, flooring, cabinetry, islands, countertops, drywall or other built-in fixtures that
interfere with servicing, removal or replacement of the product.

The cost of repair or replacement under these excluded circumstances shall be borne by the customer.
