Before making cutouts make sure there is proper clearance within the ceiling or wall for exhaust vent.

Hood installation height above cook top is the user’s preference. The lower the hood is above the cook top the more
efficient it will be in drawing out cooking odours, grease and smoke.

THE HOOD SHALL BE INSTALLED AT 28" MINIMUM TO 36" ABOVE THE COUNTERTOP.

Check vour ceiling height and the hood height maximum before vou select vour hood.

Ducting

Always use rigid type metal ducts. Flexible ducts can restrict airflow by more than 50%.

6" round ductwork must be used te maintain maximum air flow efficiency with the 84060 M* /hr motor.

Reduce the number of transitions and turns as much as possible. If a reducer is used. install a long reducer instead of a
pancake reducer. Reduce duct size as far away from the opening as possible. If turns and transitions are required install
them as far away from the opening as possible and as far apart between two as possible.

Installation of Metal Liner Inserts

1. Unpack the contents of the hood and decide which way you would like to install the hood. There are

several ways to install the hood. L bracket mounting screw are provided for convenience. See Figure 4.

2. Lift the Metal Hood Liner into the decorative hood structure. Due to the weight of the assembly three people
may be required for proper installation.

Install #6 x 1/2" screws through the pre-drilled EZ mount holes into the decorative hood structure. Tap
chrome cap into EZ mount holes for flush appearance See Figure 5.

4. Additional mounting fasteners may be used to secure to the back wall and top (from inside).

CAUTION: Make certain the range hood is secure before releasing!

5. For safety purpose, pre-drilled mounting holes are provided through the back of the hood. For a more secure
installation, use as many mounting holes as needed to secure from the inside of hood.

6. Use 8" round steel pipe (follow building codes in your area) to connect the exhaust on the hood to the duct-
work above. Use silver tape or duct tape to make all joints secure and air tight. Refer to Figure6.

Cleaning Exterior surfaces:

*  Clean periodically with hot soapy water and clean cotton cloth. DO NOT use corrosive or abrasive detergent (e.g.
Comet Power Scruv®, EZ-Off* oven cleaner). or steel wool/scoring pads, which will scratch and damage the stainless
steel surface. For heavier soil use liquid degrease such as “Forumla 409" or “Fantastic*™ brand cleaner.

*+ Ifhood looks splotchy (stainless steel hood), use a stainless steel cleaner to clean the surface of the hood. Avoid getting
cleaning solution onto or into the control panel. Follow directions of the stainless steel cleaner. CAUTION: DO NOT
leave on too long as this may cause damage to hood finish. Use soft towel to wipe off the cleaning solution, gently
rub off any stubborn spots. Use dry soft towel to dry the hood.

*  After cleaning, you may use non abrasive stainless steel polish such as 3M" or ZEP', 10 polish and buff out the stainless
luster and grain. Always scrub lightly, with clean cotton cloth, and with the grain.

= DO NOT allow deposits to accumulate or remain on the hood.

+ DO NOT use ordinary steel wool or steel brushes. Small bits of steel may adhere to the surface and cause rusting.

* DO NOT allow salt solutions, disinfectants, bleaches, or cleaning compounds to remain in contact with stainless steel
for extended periods, Many of these compounds contain chemicals, which may be harmful. Rinse with water after ex-
posure and wipe dry with a clean cloth.
