Press the Power On/Off button to turn the appliance on. 
Press the Light On/Off button to turn on the LED light.
The appliance should be placed in a room where the temperature 

is between 61℉ - 90℉ (16℃ to 32℃).

General Use
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Temperature and Humidity Setting

This appliance is intended for storage of cigars for household use. 
Ensure that the air outlets on the left and right sides are not blocked.

The appliance includes a water container for humidity. In order to  
function correctly, ensure that the container is always filled with 
tap water. If there is no water in the container, an error code of “E6” 
will flash on the control panel screen.

Ensure that the door is closed firmly.

The temperature range of the appliance is 59℉-72℉ (15℃-22℃).
The humidity range of the appliance is 65% -75%.
There are 2 sets of arrows and display screens on the control panel. 
   The arrows and screen at the top are for the temperature.
    The arrows and screen at the bottom are for the humidity.
Press Up and Down arrows on top for 5 seconds to switch from ℃ or ℉.
